SUBJECT: Administrative Correction 20-05: 2018 Approved Greater Cheverly Sector Plan

The purpose of this memorandum is to request approval to make an administrative correction to
the 2018 Approved Greater Cheverly Sector Plan.

Background

On June 22, 2017, the Prince George’s County Planning Board adopted PGCPB No. 17-83,
adopting the Greater Cheverly Sector Plan, which directed staff to “revise maps, text, road names,
locations, and links to provide accurate, up-to-date information.” On January 23, 2018, the County
Council adopted CR-4-2018, approving the Greater Cheverly Sector Plan. This resolution states that “the
planning staff is hereby authorized to make appropriate textual and graphical revisions to the Sector Plan
to correct identified errors, reflect updated information and revisions, and otherwise incorporate the
change reflected in this Resolution.”

The proposed Countywide Map Amendment recommends several zoning changes for properties
in the Greater Cheverly Sector pursuant to Part 5 of The Guide to New Zones. Proposed Zoning Change
GC7 reclassifies the Town of Cheverly’s Boyd Park to the Reserved Open Space (ROS) Zone because it
is a municipal park recommended for future Parks and Open Space and Institutional land uses by the
sector plan.
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On December 10, 2019, staff presented these zoning changes to residents and stakeholders in the
sector plan area. During this meeting, attendees pointed out that this justification for rezoning was not
applied to all Town of Cheverly parks.

While evaluating this issue, staff discovered that several parks in Cheverly were erroneously
recommended for Residential Medium future land uses in Map 9, Future Land Use Overview, within the
sector plan. These inconsistencies led to their being overlooked during initial drafting of the Countywide
Map Amendment.

While preparing this Administrative Correction, staff discovered that Map 9 inaccurately assigned
a future land use category to railroad rights-of-way. These rights-of-way should not have a future land use

designation.
